Colossians 2:1-15 NIV

| want you to know how hard | am contending for you and for those at
Laodicea, and for all who have not met me personally. My goal is that they
may be encouraged in heart and united in love, so that they may have the
full riches of complete understanding, in order that they may know the
mystery of God, namely, Christ, in whom are hidden all the treasures of
wisdom and knowledge. | tell you this so that no one may deceive you by
fine-sounding arguments. For though | am absent from you in body, | am
present with you in spirit and delight to see how disciplined you are and
how firm your faith in Christ is.

So then, just as you received Christ Jesus as Lord, continue to live your
lives in him, rooted and built up in him, strengthened in the faith as you
were taught, and overflowing with thankfulness.

See to it that no one takes you captive through hollow and deceptive
philosophy, which depends on human tradition and the elemental spiritual
forces of this world rather than on Christ.

For in Christ all the fullness of the Deity lives in bodily form, and in Christ
you have been brought to fullness. He is the head over every power and
authority. In him you were also circumcised with a circumcision not
performed by human hands. Your whole self ruled by the flesh was put off
when you were circumcised by Christ, having been buried with him in
baptism, in which you were also raised with him through your faith in the
working of God, who raised him from the dead.

When you were dead in your sins and in the uncircumcision of your flesh,
God made you alive with Christ. He forgave us all our sins, having canceled
the charge of our legal indebtedness, which stood against us and
condemned us; he has taken it away, nailing it to the cross. And having
disarmed the powers and authorities, he made a public spectacle of them,
triumphing over them by the cross.

ABOUT THE SERIES ARTWORK

This symbol is called the Agnus Dei, the Lamb of God. It originates from the passage
in John’s Gospel where John the Baptist identifies Jesus as the Messiah,

The next day John saw Jesus coming toward him and said,
“Look, the Lamb of God, who takes away the sin of the world!” (John 1:29).

The Agnus Dei is the symbol of the Good Shepherd, the Lamb that was Slain, The
Way of the Risen Lord, and the Lamb that lays down with the Lion in the New Heaven
and the New Earth.

For centuries the symbol of the Agnus Dei has served as a visual mark of the community of Christ as Citizens of
the Kingdom of Heaven; ones who live, and move, and have their being in Christ. In Christ who is worthy. In
Christ who is risen. In Christ who is King. In Christ alone.
